Leasing SOP - Two Options with Priorities
Option 1: Leasing with Government/Public Utility Priorities

1. First Priority: Storage for grain (including Mid-Day Meal, PDS), agricultural
produce, etc.

2. Second Priority: Use by Department of Food and Civil Supplies for
decentralized storage.

3. Third Priority: Emergency food stock storage for disasters/public needs.
4. Fourth Priority: Public Distribution System (PDS) block-level stock storage.

5. Fifth Priority: If not taken by any of the above, private companies or
cooperatives can lease at approved market rates.

Option 2: Cooperative Members/Farmers-Oriented Use
1. First Priority: To society members needing storage.
2. Second Priority: To farmers during MSP procurement waiting period.

3. Third Priority: For storing cement, machines, seeds, fertilizers, etc.

o A vyearly leasing calendar will be prepared by each society.

« Leasing proposals (including rent, duration) to be approved by a committee
headed by Additional Registrar.

e Minimum lease period: 1 year; maximum: 3 years (registered lease
agreement mandatory).
